Dove Hunt Procedures

Riverbend Outfitters is a ministry of Riverbend Retreat Center and is designed to provide opportunities for people to experience God and His creation through outdoor programs.

Riverbend staff will host the hunt and will provide:

1. Directions to the field to be hunted.

2. Lunch for all hunters, water and drinks for lunch.

3. Folding camp chairs and awning.

4. Extra ice and freezer bags for icing down dove.

Hunters shall provide

1. Transportation to and from hunting site.

2. Shotgun, shells, proper attire and snacks.

3. Cooler for dove.
4. Completed release forms provided by RRC.

5. Texas License and Hunter Education Requirements*:

a. Every hunter (including out-of-state hunters) born on or after Sept. 2, 1971, must successfully complete a Hunter Education Training Course. Minimum age of certification is 9 years of age. 
b. If you were born on or after September 2, 1971 and you are:

i. Under 9 years of age, you must be accompanied**.

ii. Age 9 through 16, you must successfully complete a hunter education course, or you must be accompanied**.

iii. Age 17 and over, you must successfully complete a hunter education course; or purchase a “Hunter Education Deferral” and you must be accompanied**.

**Accompanied means: By a person who is at least 17, who is licensed to hunt in Texas, who has passed hunter education or is exempt (born before Sept. 2, 1971), and you must be within normal voice control. Proof of certification or deferral is required to be on your person while hunting. Note: Certification is not required to purchase a hunting license.

Safety Procedures for Dove Hunts

1. Guns shall remain unloaded until AFTER taking place in field and OK’d by the Hunt Leader.

2. Guns shall remain on safety until ready to fire at birds.

3. Always control the direction you point the muzzle of your firearm.
a. Never shoot at low flying birds.
4. Always identify your target
5. Always identify what's beyond your target.  
a. Know the position of other hunters in the field.
b. Know the position of houses, vehicles, roads, etc.
6. Guns shall be unloaded before leaving position in field.
